Summary of the Committee's Proceedings and Activities for 2010/2011

The Centinela Valley Union High School District was successful at the election conducted on
November 4, 2008, in obtaining authorization from the District's voters to issue up to $98 million
aggregate principal amount of the District's general obligation bonds, pursuant to a greater than
66.666% vote.

Pursuant to the desire of the Board of Trustees at the Centinela Valley Union High School
District, the District established a Citizens' Bond Oversight Committee (the "Committee™) and
bylaws at a regular meeting of the Board of Education.

The Committee has met quarterly and reviewed expenditure reports, been updated on the
Bond Program'’s progress (planning, design, and construction) and visited project sites to
verify work progress.

Meetings of the Citizens' Bond Oversight Committee

The Committee conducts its meetings in accordance with provisions of the Ralph M. Brown
Public Meetings Act, contained in Section 54950 et seq. of the Government Code. Meeting
notices and agendas are sent to members of the Committee, local newspapers, within the required
period of time and posted at the Centinela Valley Union High School District Office. Meeting
notices, agendas, minutes and all documents and reports received by the committee members are
a matter of public record and are available at the Centinela Valley Union High School District
Office.
